Use the assessments to design the necessary policies and procedures to determine student eligibility, maintain institutional eligibility, and, coordinate process flow at their institutions to facilitate properly administration of the Direct Loan program.


	Title:  Foreign Schools Compliance Audit and Financial Statements
Session Description:
Foreign Schools are required to follow the Foreign Schools Title IV Audit Guide’s requirements related to appropriate accounting principles and auditing standards to be used in the preparation of annual financial statements and compliance audits. This session will assist schools to work with their auditor to prepare and submit financial statements and compliance audits that comply with U.S. Department of Education standards.



	Title:  Foreign Medical/Nursing/Veterinary Regulatory Review
Session Description:
Specific Title IV regulations govern Title IV eligibility for Foreign Medical/Nursing/Veterinary schools. This session will review the regulations, provide an update on new regulations, and also offer the opportunity for participants to ask questions of the Foreign Schools team.



	Title:  Foreign Schools – Return to Title IV Funds
Session Description:
Foreign Schools are required to determine if Direct Loan funds are required to be returned when a student withdraws from the institution. This session will cover the details of the requirement as well how and when to perform the Return to Title IV (R2T4) calculation. Participants will perform an R2T4 calculation using the R2T4 worksheets to complete this calculation.
